Each school year, juniors across Ohio are given the opportunity to
take the ACT free of charge here at the high school. The ACT is a
college entrance exam that is used by many colleges for admission
and scholarship purposes. Prior to this school year, dll juniors were
required to take this test. Starting with the Class of 2026, FLHS
juniors will be given the choice to take the ACT or to opt out with
parental permission. Students who are college bound should plan to
take the ACT, as it provides valuable insight into college readiness.
Students who opt out of the district administered ACT can still
take the test at a later date, but registration and costs must be

handled by the student.

All juniors parents were sent a letter in mid October regarding this
new change. The letter provided a space to indicate whether your
junior would be taking the ACT scheduled for March lith or if they

would be opting-out of this one-time free administration. We need
every junior to return this form by December 2nd so we can
prepare adequately. If you did not receive one for your junior -
please let me know ASAP.

ACT:
